Inside this Issue: 
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 This month our speaker comes from the 
world of academics, with references from Trout 
Unlimited.  Dr. Robert Behnke, professor emeritus 
of Fisheries and Conservation in the Department of 
Fisheries and Wildlife Biology at Colorado State 
University will be the speaker at the April 22, 2004 
dinner meeting.  His discussion topic will be Native 
Trout of California. 
 

Most of us have spent a day trout fishing, and have wondered how 
the fish arrived in the stream.  Are they recently planted from a modern 
hatchery, or are they wild fish or possibly true natives? California is after 
all, home to the most diverse population of native trout and salmon. Did you 
know that prior to the 1870’s that nearly all the streams of the eastern Sierra 
south of Bridgeport contained no trout?  The fantastic fishing of the Lone 
Pine, Bishop, Mammoth, and June Lake areas is due to transplants of rain-
bow, brook, cutthroat and brown trout. The evolution, distribution and his-
tory of California trout and salmon can be a fascinating topic for an eve-
ning’s discussion. 

 

Dr. Behnke is author to over 100 articles 
and papers on fish and fisheries in North America 
and has served on numerous advisory boards for 
state and federal agencies.  He writes a quarterly 
column for Trout Magazine.  He is author of Na-
tive Trout of Western North America, and Trout 
and Salmon of North America, which contained 
illustrations by Joseph Tomelleri. 

 

Dr. Behnke’s is the world authority on the evolutionary, distribu-
tional and genetic relationships among western trout species, especially that 
of the cutthroat lineage.  His presentation on April 22, 2004 will focus on 
California’s native trout, their current status and opportunities for conserva-
tion. 

 

A silent auction and Bucket raffle co-sponsored by the Club and the 
South Coast Chapter of Trout Unlimited will precede Dr. Behnke’s presen-
tation.  Copies of Dr. Behnke’s book will be available for purchase and sign-
ing.

Spr ing Cleaning Applies to Your Fishing Equipment Too! 
 

Now is the time for equipment maintenance. Clean the rod with light soap and rinse; check the 
guide wraps, guides and blank for blemishes. Apply paraffin or wax to the male ferrule and set up and take 
apart the rod a couple of times. Clean reel and lubricate with a light oil or graphite lube. Clean fly line with 
line cleaner and apply line treatment, or replace. Retie leader/butt connections with clean knots. Patch wad-
ers and clean felt soles with soapy water. Wash catch and release net. Used dry flies can be steamed to re-
gain their original shape, touch up all used flies hook points with a small file. Float tube in working order? 
Dream about next fly fishing trip.

A Worthwhile Cause that Needs Your Participation

 First Cast is Trout Unlimited©s new nation-
wide initiative to introduce youth to coldwater con-
servation through angl ing.  Brent Evans is leading a 
pilot program to introduce First Cast in Orange County.  
The program has been integrated into the Newport Mesa 
School District’s Ensign Middle School (Grades 7 & 8) 
after school program.  Plans are underway to expand it to 
other youth organizations in the county. 
 

 The five-session program provides hands-on 
training and will culminate in a April 24th fishing trip to 
the San Gabriel River West Fork in cooperation with the 
Pasadena Casting Club.  The students learn: 
Fly casting - using equipment donated by the Cortland 
Company and FFCOC 
Fly tying – Learn to tie a basic trout fly. Selection and 
use of materials and tools.

Equipment -  Learn the basics of rod, reel and line selection, flies, and selected tools

Entomology – the life of bugs (fish food) and artificial flies (match the hatch)

Bubb©s Creek has a large population of surprisingly large fish.  Ric Umbarger and past president Jim 
Dey have day hiked into the lower reaches of the upper river each of the past two years and caught fish av-
eraging 12 to 14 inches with several over 15 inches.  They fished exclusively with attractor dry flys and 
caught fish at a rate of about 6 fish per hour.
